
larger land area, in fact covering portions of four states and one 
province of Canada. Today, Clackamas County covers 1,879 
square miles. 

Throughout the address, the commis-
sioners emphasized their strong support 
for two initiatives on the ballot i n No-
vember. One initiative would support 
the Clackamas County Agricultural 
Extension Service and 4-H which 
serves more than 50,000 residents each 
year. The other initiative would create 
a l ibrary service district to replace an 

estimated $12 mill ion loss in federal timber revenues. 

“ In a nutshell, here’ s the State of the County:  we set goals, we 
met goals, we made plans, we made progress, we got greener, 
we got leaner, and maybe a little bit cleaner,”  said Chair Lynn 
Peterson. “ We’ve got to respect the old but sti l l  look ahead and 
be bold.  Those are l ight words but a heavy responsibil ity.”  

County Commissioner Bil l Kennemer credited the county’ s 
regional partnerships for the anticipated arrival of light rail next

perhaps has a more meaningful vision to share. This was the 
message presented by our Board of County Commissioners at 
the State of the County Address and 
Business Luncheon. Approximatel y 
250 people attended the September 
event, co-hosted by the Oregon City 
and North Clackamas County Cham-
bers of Commerce, at the Abernethy 
Center. Clackamas County Commis-
sion Chair Lynn Peterson, Vice-Chair 
Bil l Kennemer and Commissioner 
Martha Schrader each presented their commitment to growth, 
sustainabil ity and other priorities. 

The theme of this year’ s State of the County address was 
“Celebrating the Legacy, Sharing the Vision” . The theme, based 
largely on our state’ s 150th birthday, was designed as a way to 
remind Clackamas County citizens of our rich and diverse his-
tory. In fact, a quick history lesson tells us Clackamas County 
was named after the Clackamas Indians and identified as one of 
the four original districts created by the Provisional Legislature 
in 1843. In those early days, Clackamas County covered a much 
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Governor announces Main Street communities 
Governor Ted Kulongoski  and First Lady Mary 
Oberst were in Oregon City to formally an-
nounce which Oregon communities were se-
lected to participate in the newly reactivated 
Oregon Main Street Program. Over 100 people 
attended the media event at the Abernethy Cen-
ter on September 26.  

Representatives of Main Street Oregon City 
(MSOC) were delighted by the news that Ore-
gon City was selected as one of the communi-
ties to receive funding. “ What an exciti ng time 
for Oregon City! Being accepted under both the

revitalization efforts. Not only is this an honor to be selected, but to also be the location 
of the Governor’ s Oregon Main Street announcement. This speaks highly of our commu-
nity and was an honor for everyone involved in the Main Street Oregon City efforts,”  
stated Elizabeth Fowler, MSOC Vice Chairperson. The Main Street Program has been 
used successfully i n over 1,600 communities across the country.  Its focus is in four ar-
eas: organization, promotion, design, and economic restructuring.

Park Place grows toward viability

Recently, the City Planning Commission and City Commission 
approved the concept plan for the Park Place area. These new 
neighborhoods, located just minutes from the new proposed 
“Rivers” commercial and retail center, promise to offer fami-
l ies a diversity of housing types and affordabil ity ranges. The 
new neighborhoods will feature acres of wooded open space 
and parks all connected by miles of trails and bike lanes. Nu-
merous innovative and environmentally sensitive infrastructure 
designs have been incorporated into the approved concept plan. 

The new proposed road layout extending Holly Lane northward 
from Redland Road to Holcomb Road will provide much 
needed safety access for fire trucks, ambulances and police 
vehicles to answer emergencies. Previously the existi ng road 
flooded during high water periods cutti ng off access to many 
homes and neighborhoods. No Urban Renewal funding is being 
requested by the property owners on this project. Rather these 
new improvements will be paid for by builders of the 
homes through city generated fees on each building permit. 

A Yes Vote on the Park Place Annexations provides 
the citizens of the City a say in determining the future of their 
community. This controlled, quality growth will generate hun-
dreds of jobs for our citizens and bring mill ions of dollars into 
our local businesses. Much of this land was brought i nto the 
Urban Growth Boundary in the 1980’s so it is important we 
continue the planning process so we can provide housing 
choices for generations to come. The Planners of the Park Place 
Concept Plan thank you for your support and Yes Vote on 
Measures 3-332 and 3-333 on November 4.

Smoke-free law affects business

We see them almost every day – people taking a work break to 
catch a smoke outside a building door, whether it’ s a main en-
trance or a side door.  But you will notice a change beginning 
January 1, 2009, when smokers i n Oregon will not be allowed 
to smoke within ten feet of any entrances, exits, windows that 
open, and air intake vents of workplaces. This change is one 
element of an expansion of Oregon’s Smoke-free Workplace 
Law, designed to protect employees, customers, visitors – all of 
us – from secondhand smoke.  The law will also ban smoking 
in bars, bingo halls and bowling alleys.  Hotels will be required 
to have 75% of their rooms be smoke-free. 

Complying with the new law will be easy: 
·  Make sure all employees are informed of the law and com-

ply with its effective date of January 1, 2009.  
·  Prohibit smoking in the workplace and within ten feet of all 

entrances, exits, windows and air intake vents.  
·  Post “No smoking within ten feet”  signs at all building en-

trances and exits as required by law.  You can order free 
signs through this State of Oregon website: http://
www.oregon.gov/DHS/ph/smokefree/thelaw.shtml#workplaces, 
or by call ing Clackamas County Communi ty Health 
(CCCH) at 503–742–5340 or 503–742–5939. 

·  Remove all smoking debris receptacles from your work-
place and from within ten feet of entrances, exits, windows, 
and ventilation intakes as required by law.  

·  Hotels and motels must be smoke-free except for 25% of 
guest rooms may be designated as smoking rooms by the 
owner or entity i n charge. 

·  Talk with your customers and employees about the law.  
·  Train employees about asking visitors and patrons not to 

smoke.  If you would l ike information or assistance on this, 
please call CCCH at 503–742–5939 or 503–742–5340. 

·  Encourage employees who smoke to use the January 1, 
2009 effective date as a date to quit smoking. They can call 
Oregon’s toll-free QUIT LINE at 800–784–8669 or, for 
Spanish, to call 877–266–3863.  

Complaints and Violations 
As an employer, it wil l be your responsibil ity to ensure that 
your workplace complies with this law.  Employees and the 
public wil l be able to report violations of the new law once it 
takes effect by call ing a 866–621–6107 or completing an online 
complaint form at http://www.oregon.gov/DHS/ph/smokefree/
thelaw.shtml#workplaces.  Clackamas County will investigate 
a workplace only if a complaint against the workplace is sub-
mi tted.  

If your business is not in compliance with the new law by 
January 1, 2009, you could incur the following fines: 

·  $500 per day  
·  Maximum $2000 in a 30-day period  
·  Multiple violations result in further administrative action.

Article from Oregon City Enterprise, 
November 20, 1890 

Businessmen of Oregon City are oftentimes too indifferent in the 
matter of patronizing and co-operating with each other. The bene-
f its which ultimately result from strict and unanimous co-operation 
cannot be at f irst imagined, yet it is, nevertheless, great. To give a 
fellow-citizen patronage which he deserves, and receiving in re-
turn the benefits of his trade, means the rapid building up of a live 
and thriving trade center which no other course can bring about. It 
is to the interest of every citizen that the home institutions receive 
all the support possible, as by receiving the same it will have an 
opportunity of becoming f ixed upon a substantial business basis 
that means prosperity in its fullest sense, and the rapid building up 
of a flourishing industry to the city’ s credit. In sending money to 
Portland houses for work or goods which can be obtained at home 
is fully on the part of any business man who has the welfare of the 
city or its business industries at heart, as it would only be throwing 
his support where he cannot expect its value in return. In speaking 
of this we do not refer to anyone in particular, but the business 
houses in general, and it hoped those who will persist in giving 
their support to foreign institutions, will divert from the practice, 
and act in conjunction with the interest of their fellow citizens.

County DSB Opens in October 
The Clackamas County Development Services Building (DSB), 
opening in October 2008, is a key part of the Red Soils Cam-
pus. The Red Soils Campus is a mixed-use, 60.2-acre site in the 
Hilltop area of the City of Oregon City. The Campus consoli-
dates most of Clackamas County’ s government services and 
facil ities into a cohesive, one-stop setting. The campus will 
integrate public civic areas, open spaces, sustainable design 
and building practices, and private commercial development.  

The current planning process for the Red Soils campus and the 
DSB began with the development of the 1998 Facil ities Master 
Plan, which identified County departments that were operating 
in dilapidated facil ities or in locations spread around the 
County. This planning effort was driven by the desire to con-
solidate County services into a single location, develop better 
facil ities for County employees, and better serve citizens. 

The following principles served as guides:  
·  Create an enduring image for the campus.  
·  Design a great place for County employees to work.  
·  Develop a plan that makes both short-term and long-term 

fiscal sense.  
·  Build a place that employs environmentally sustainable 

practices. All newly-constructed buildings, including the 
DSB, will meet Leadership in Energy and Environmental  
Design (LEED®) certification standards. 

·  Access to transit.  

The DSB is designed with two public entrances; one facing the 
Central Plaza and the existing Public Services Building (PSB), 
the other facing the parking deck on the north-west side of the 
building. This four-story, 125,000 square foot facil ity wil l 
house many department offices, including those currently at the 
Sunnybrook location in Clackamas.

Chamber goes inside training center

Clackamas County Sheriff Craig Roberts and others from the 
Sheriff’ s Department “ rolled out the red carpet”  for the Oregon 
City Chamber at the September After Hours. A smaller than 
anticipated audience didn’ t lessen the enthusiasm that our Sher-
iff’ s Department demonstrated. Those Chamber members who 
attended were “captured”  by the professionalism, camaraderie, 
and genuine concern for the important roles that the Sheriff’ s 
Department plays in Clackamas County.  

The action-packed evening included a range of experiences: 
·  A “sizzli ng”  Taser demo by the Defensive Tactics Unit. 
·  A “hands-on”  experience in the laser firearms simulator, 

offering speed, accuracy, and decision-making dril ls. 
·  Viewing of the public and law enforcement indoor ranges. 
·  Access to the press room where public announcements are 

recorded and distributed. 
·  Driving response patrol car simulations in the Emergency 

Vehicle Operations room. 
·  An in-depth look at a SWAT armored transport vehicle 

“Bearcat” , both i nside and out. 
·  Group photo opportunity with the Sheriff and one of the 

Marine Patrol units on display. 

While the experiences were 
entertaining, they were also 
clearly educational. Sheriff 
Craig Roberts and others 
from the department were 
vital in the evening’s dis-
cussions and discoveries. 
Roberts provided a mini 
“State of the Sheriff’ s Of-
fice”  address and took a 
number of questions from 
the group. Attendees 
learned that while in office 
he had created a Public 
Information Officer posi-
tion that not only provides 
timely and accurate infor-

mation to the media, but can also submi t immediate “Amber 
alerts”  to the public-at-large. 

The newest public safety effort is incorporating technology to 
reach the public. A video series of public safety announcements 
are being aired at the Clackamas Town Center. Topics can ad-
dress child safety seats, using designated drivers, driving in 
adverse weather conditions, etc. Sheriff Roberts hopes to see 
this program expand to other areas of the county as well. This 
outreach is not cheap, though. The business community wil l be 
a key component of the future placement and success of these 
safety videos and monitors. For more information contact Pub-
lic Information Officer Detective Jim Strovink.
