number one exporter of wheat in the nation. Our infrastructure
for the transportation of goods and services dates back to the
1950'sand 60’ s. Inferior infrastructure leads to increased costs.
If we are going to continue to compete in global markets, we
must update our road, rail, and river transportation systems.

There is an economic stimulus package in the works in Con-
gress according to Rep. Peter DeFazio, a speaker at the forum.
This package contains infrastructure projects geared toward
local, job generating opportunities as well as tax cuts and direct
aid to state and local governments.

To build the local economy, it isimportant to shop locally but
think globally. Businesses must think outside the box. Evaluate
your mission. Determine what you do well, and what should
you stop doing because it is counter-productive. How you can
tap into local industries such as manufacturing and agriculture
that are competing in the global market? How can you generate
more customers? “Business has to be willing to change and
create new revenue streams,” says Mark Ellingson, Chair of the
Chamber’s Government & Economic Affairs Committee. “ You
have to adapt to the circumstances or you will not survive.”

Property taxes increase in O.C.

Property tax statements were mailed to 172,406 red and
personal property owners the week of October 20. Total 2008—
2009 property taxes to be collected for all districts in Clacka-
mas County is $552,657,758 an increase of 5.8% over last
year’'s. Taxes generated from new construction and the required
3% increase in taxable assessed value account for most of the
$30.4 millionincrease in property taxes.

In Oregon City, taxes increased 8.7% because voters approved
annexation to Clackamas Fire District #1 ($2.40 per thousand).
Some of the increase was offset by a reduction to the City's
permanent rate levy of 90 cents per thousand and their bond
levy of 2 cents per thousand. The Oregon City School bond
levy was down 7 cents per thousand. There was no Oregon
City urban renewal special levy (52 cents per thousand).

For 2008, the market value of property in Clackamas County is
$60 hillion, while the assessed va ue for tax purposes is $34.5
billion. Under this system, the gap between real market value
and assessed value has grown dramatically. Property taxes are
calculated on the assessed val ue.

A single family home has an average market val ue of $384,000
while the average taxable value for a home is $211,000. In
Clackamas County, the average assessed value of a home is
equal to 55% of it's red market value. (Last year, the average
home in Clackamas County had a market value 84% greater
that its value for tax purposes.)

The district began to feel the financial pinch last year when
they made reductions to their budget and used one-ti me sources
of revenue that together added up to a nearly $2.2 million im
pact on the budget. Now out of one-time revenues, the district
may need to make reductions of nearly $5 million in next
year’ s budget i n order to get ahead of our financial downturn.

Reductions of this magnitude will be far reaching — the district
will likely be looking at closing schools, reducing support staff
and admi nistration and i ncreasing student/teacher ratios.

As the district addresses its financial challenges there will be
opportunity for public input. Budget meetings are broadcast on
local cable networks, and with the likelihood that major budget
reductions loom, special meetings will likely be held in order to
gather input from parents, patrons and district staff members.
The district’s budget process will start in January and typically
ends in May when the budget is adopted.

“Dealing with financial challenges of the magnitude the district
is facing can be daunting and painful,” says Rada. However,
he's confident that administrators, community members and
teachers will dl work together to make the adjustments that
need to be made. “We will move forward with a continued de-
termination that every Oregon City student will succeed.”
